WHAT WE BELIEVE

We believe in one God—Creator of all, infinitely perfect,
and eternally existing in three persons: Father, Son, and
Holy Spirit.

We believe that Jesus Christ is true God and true man,
conceived of the Holy Spirit, and born of the virgin Mary.
He lived a perfect, sinless life, died on the cross as a
sacrifice for our sins, rose bodily from the dead, and
ascended into heaven where, at the right hand of God, He
is our High Priest and Advocate.
